This glossary project is an ongoing and ever-
transforming experiment that introduces a diffractive
methodology inside the publishing practice. It is seen as
a mutable and living publication result of collective
workshops where participants are invited to think and
converse around its words and annotations. During the
workshop, diffraction performs a conscious interconnection
of practices beyond reflection. The current state of the
glossary gathers different annotations on each word
instead of a closed definition for each one.

Concretly, the glossary as a publication uses questions
as triggers and it aims to weave as a conversation the
multiple actions, situations, logics, propositions,
hyperlinks, processs, languages, agents, tools, forms,of
the current practice, with other vocabularies that come
from critical theory, new materialism and others. The
